Throughout early April, in 1918, Australian units helped defend Villers-Bretonneux from this
onslaught, but at dawn on the 24 the Germans attacked and captured the town. Leading the
British counter attack, the Australian 13 and 15 Brigades enveloped the town and
successfully cleared it of Germans on 25 April, the third anniversary of the Anzac landings
at Gallipoli.

The Commemoration, on 25 April 2018, not only commemorates this remarkable
action which effectively ended the German offensive launched a month prior but
also marks the 103" anniversary of the Anzac landings at Gallipoli.

COUNCIL URGED TO GET BEHIND CAMPAIGN FOR
SECOND SCHOOL

A notice of motion before Shoalhaven City Council this week is seeking support in the fight to
secure an additional education facility for the Southern Shoalhaven with the Member for South
Coast Shelley Hancock urging Councillors to get behind the important campaign.

“I strongly urge Councillors to consider the great benefits a second educational facility will bring
to the Southern Shoalhaven and vote in support of the motion and the local community,” Mrs
Hancock said.

“Any help we can get in this fight is welcome and I will continue to work with the community and
Council to achieve a second education facility for the families of the Southern Shoalhaven.

“I’d like to thank Councillor Mitchell Pakes for bringing this matter before Council and for his
support of our campaign.

“With the significant population growth forecast for the Milton Ulladulla region it is vital we act
to future-proof the area’s educational needs.

“The petition I launched in October last year calling for the NSW Government’s purchase of the
former Shoalhaven Anglican School site on Croobyar Road has since garnered more than 8,000
signatures, showing the great community support this issue has.

“There are more signatures collected every day and the aim is still to reach 10,000 signatures and
have the issue raised on the floor of the NSW Parliament.

“I welcome the motion before Council, which essentially seeks to retain the site’s current zoning
and would not allow it to be used for anything other than a school.
